BUS SHELTERS CHIPPING AND BUCKLAND.

Councillor Jones reported that the quotations he had obtained for the installation of the base of the Buckland shelter had both exceeded the £500 limit set at the previous meeting.

Councillor Hall reported that a local resident had agreed to undertake the work for the cost of materials only, possibly in the region of £250. Concerns were voiced that the correct specifications were adhered to.
Following a proposal from Councillor Kenyon, seconded by Councillor Hall with a vote of 4 in favour, 1 against and 1 abstention it was
RESOLVED

That in light of new information a limit of £600 be set for the installation of the base of the Buckland shelter and Councillor Noades and Kenyon will make the final decision on the preferred contractor.
The Chairman reported that Highways have removed the fencing around the land adjacent to Royal Oak Close.

The Clerk reported that Raj Goutam has stated that the matter of land ownership is ongoing and that any residents encroaching on Highways land will be asked to remove the obstruction.

SEWERS - UPDATE.

The Chairman reported that there has not been any recent blockages. Councillor Jones reported that a gully had been overflowing outside of the Mission Hall in Chipping.

ADOPTION OF VILLAGE TELEPHONE KIOSKS – UPDATE.
Councillor Hall reported that he had received a letter from EDF giving a reference for the power supply to the kiosks. The equipment in the boxes has been removed. BT will invoice annually for the power usage, approximately £30 per kiosk per year.
Councillor Hall suggested using the boxes as information kiosks. It was agreed that Councillor Hall may purchase some red paint and cleaning materials for kiosk maintenance. It was noted that the cleaning kit supplied with the bus shelters may be sufficient.
