1.234 To receive apologies for absence. There were none.
2.234 To receive Members Declarations of Interest.  There were none.
3.234 To approve the minutes of Parish Council meeting 233 March 5 2012 and authorise the Chairman to sign them.  Proposed by Cllr Kenyon seconded by Cllr Jones. Agreed.  
4.234 Chairman's Report.  The chairman felt his report to the APM covered everything.
5.234 Accounts for Payment.  The payment to Ken Sells for the new church signpost was noted.  Clerk instructed to write thanking him for the excellent work.  Payments to the clerk for salary, PAYE, subscriptions to HAPTC and CDA, East Herts DC for elections, HAPTC for councillor training and the councils insurance were agreed.
6.234 To Approve the Annual Accounts.  After questions relating to the balances brought forward and the sums received for advertising needed answering it was agreed to defer approval of the accounts to the next meeting.
7.234 To Approve the Annual Governance Statement.  There had been no changes to the statement.  Agreed.
8.234 To discuss issues relating to the Newsletter.  It was agreed that the meeting precis should be on page 2.  Cllr Ling acknowledged the help from Sue Simmons.  The distribution of the newsletter was discussed.  It was agreed that the publication date will be brought forward by one week to facilitate delivery by councillors.  The date for copy for the next issue to be 11th June.  The incoming vicar to be added to the mailing list.  Cllr Jones and the clerk to update the adverts sheet.
9.234 To discuss Flower Boxes at the entrance to the villages.  Councillors discussed the options for planting and maintenance. Cllr Noades pointed out that there was no budget for maintenance.  Cllr Jones proposed that we inform East Herts County Council that we would not be taking up the grant. 14.234 To invite Members of the Public to address the meeting. Sue Simons wished to comment on Dogs in the churchyard.
15.234 To note correspondence received. Cllr Jones to check if there were any sites listed under the SLC.  
16.234 To receive matters for report and or referral to next agenda. Cllr Kenyon reported the drains in Chipping seemed to flowing freely. He and Mrs Kenyon were meeting with the Met Police to discuss the police’s use of the A10.
17.234 The next Agenda to include the East Herts consultation on older residents clubs. Cllr Ling suggested a letter to Sgt Wallace congratulating him on his award. Agreed.
