1.236 To receive apologies for absence. Apologies were received from Cllr Kenyon.

2.236 To receive Members Declarations of Interest. Cllr Hall was presenting a cheque for payment regarding electricity to the telephone boxes.

3.236 To approve the minutes of Parish Council meetings 235 14th May 2012 and authorise the Chairman to sign them. Cllr Hall wished the following amendments to be made. Minute number 9.235, his proposal should have read for installation only. Minute 14.235 should point out that the parish Council is not responsible for the churchyard. These amendments were made.
