The Parish Council Chairman’s report for 2018/19
ClIr Jeff Kenyon presented the folloWing report:

Although
parish councils were not allowed to meet in‘person, an emergency Act of Parliament enabled
virtual meetings to be conducted and consequently the Parish Council held its six meetings via
Zoom. All essential business was transacted\with planningicomments-being passed to East Herts
Development Management. 'in the absence of a ceremony, on'Remembrance Sunday, the Parish
Council’s poppy‘wreath was laid'at the war memorial'in St Andrew’s:\Church, Buckland.

On 7t May this year, the Coronavitus Act expires and the Parish Council’s meetings will begin to
be held face to face again, but subject to any further legislation that the government deems
necessary for publichealth and safety.
